- compare and contrast different theoreƟcal models of 
aƩenƟon, 
- criƟcally evaluate different methods used to study 
aƩenƟon, 
- outline the interacƟon of aƩenƟon with other cogniƟve 
funcƟons. 
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Upon successful compleƟon of the course, the student: 
- knows the central theoreƟcal trends and themes of the 
interdisciplinary field of CogniƟve Neuroscience, 
- knows the research methods and techniques currently 
used in this field to study brain-behavior relaƟons. 
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AŌer the course, the students: 
- know what the study of human sensaƟon and percepƟon 
comprises, in parƟcular with regard to seeing and hearing, 
- are familiar with common behavioral and 
neurophysiological methods used to study sensaƟon and 
percepƟon, 
- are familiar with the funcƟonal and/or neurophysiological 
processes underlying the perceptual range from simple line 
orientaƟons to real-life scenes, 
- know how percepƟon relates to cogniƟon, in parƟcular 
aƩenƟon and conscious awareness, 
- have basic knowledge of how perceptual science can be 
applied in clinical and computer science fields. 
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AŌer this course the student: 
- has insight into the origin, the cause and the consequences 
of conflicts at an interpersonal but also group level in 
organizaƟons. 
- can apply this insight to the management of conflicts. 
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This course is designed to give students an insight of the 
concepts, theories, empirical findings, and pracƟces in 
personnel psychology with a focus on personnel 
management and development. Research demonstrates the 
criƟcal role of human resources in creaƟng a compeƟƟve 
advantage for organizaƟons. Thus, the strategic role of 
human resources and the quesƟon of how organizaƟons 
maintain and retain these human resources are increasingly 
important.  
ParƟcular aƩenƟon will be given to the theoreƟcal and 
methodological experƟse that psychologists bring to 
personnel management and development, as well as to the 
link between research and pracƟce in personnel psychology. 
The students should gain knowledge by understanding how 
psychology can be applied in an industrial seƫng and how it 
can add to the contemporary issues and debates in the 
fields of personnel management and development. 
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The objecƟve of this course is to (1) encourage a criƟcal 
exploraƟon of the concepts of organizaƟonal development 
and change; and (2) to provide exposure to academic and 
pracƟƟoner perspecƟves on managing organizaƟonal 
development and change. By the end of the course, 
students should be able to: 1) Describe and explain the 
major theoreƟcal models underlying organizaƟonal 
development and change; 2) CriƟcally evaluate the major 
theoreƟcal models underlying organizaƟonal development 
and change; 3) CriƟcally evaluate techniques and 
methodologies used to diagnose, implement, and evaluate 
organizaƟonal change; 4) Apply techniques and 
methodologies used to diagnose, implement, and evaluate 
organizaƟonal change. 
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AŌer successfully compleƟng this courses, students will: be 
able to manage processes of group dynamics; have insight 
into how he/she funcƟons in a group; be able to set up and 
run a short training program on group dynamics; be able to 
manage a group in a first-year pracƟcal course. 
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AŌer the course students 
- have insight in predictors, mechanisms, and outcomes of 
stress and well-being at work 
- have advanced scienƟfic wriƟng skills (i.e., formulate a 
research quesƟon, hypotheses and theoreƟcal model; write 
a well-structured and argued theoreƟcal introducƟon; 
develop and evaluate an intervenƟon), 
- have advanced presentaƟon skills. 
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AŌer this course the student: 
- Can describe the clinical presentaƟon of  the psychological 
disorders as outlined in the DSM-5 
- Can recognize and name the classificaƟons and 
corresponding symptoms according to the DSM-5 
- Can explain which (differenƟal) classificaƟons should be 
considered based on a case example 
- Can name what diagnosƟc criteria sƟll need to be obtained 
in order to draw conclusions about the absence or presence 
of a classificaƟon, given a case descripƟon 
-Learns to apply the knowledge learnt in the classes to 
actual clinical situaƟons 
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Following this course, the student: 
- knows the most important theoreƟcal approaches in the 
context of psychopathology, 
- has insight in the importance of theories for the 
understanding of psychopathology, 
- knows the implicaƟons of the various theoreƟcal 
perspecƟves for diagnosis and assessment, 
- can explain why therapeuƟc intervenƟons can be best seen 
as the opƟmal applicaƟon of the opƟmal theory. 
- can apply their knowledge about the most important 
(developmental, biopsychological, interpersonal, 
condiƟoning, and cogniƟve) theories on psychopathology in 
a way to explain the origin and persistence of dysfuncƟonal 
behaviour, 
- can formulate starƟng points for therapeuƟc intervenƟons 
that can be used to prevent or correct/modify this type of 
behaviours. 
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- have insight into the assessment procedures in clinical 
pracƟce, 
- know and understand clinical test methods, 
- can use a number of assessment methods and skills. 
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AŌer the course, the student can/has: 
- describe dysfuncƟonal cogniƟve and behavioural processes 
in psychopathology, 
- describe the most oŌen used experimental paradigms in 
the field, 
- name transdiagnosƟc (common) processes in different 
disorders, 
- describe implicaƟons for diagnosis and treatment. 
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 AŌer this course students can: 
- name the historical background of behaviour therapy, 
cogniƟve therapy, and the new developments in CBT (such 
as mindfulness), 
- list the treatment components of CBT intervenƟons, 
- recognize components of CBT intervenƟons from case 
descripƟons, 
- map and explain problem behavior by means of a 
funcƟonal analysis, 
- describe which behavioural intervenƟons are indicated 
given a specific case example, 
- describe which cogniƟve intervenƟons are indicated given 
a specific case example, 
- make an outline of the supposed underlying working 
mechanisms of CBT intervenƟons, 
- recognize the effecƟveness of CBT techniques and CBT 
intervenƟons. 
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Variable, depending on the literature studied as specified by 
the examiner. In general, aŌer a literature study a student 
has knowledge on and insight into the specific studied area 
of Psychology. 
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AŌer this course students: 
- can recognize philosophical aspects of psychology in 
examples of controversies in psychology, 
- can discuss the relaƟon between the biological and the 
social approach in psychology  
- can explain insights about scienƟfic controversies in terms 
of theory of science, 
- can take a posiƟon regarding a controversy, 
- can clearly formulate this posiƟon  
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AŌer the course students: 
- know condiƟons where human errors can lead to disasters, 
- know and understand the importance and the scope of the 
wider area of the context in which such disasters happen, 
- know basic concepts for cogniƟve and labour psychology 
that form the foundaƟon of such disasters, 
- know methods to invesƟgate the relaƟon between the 
basic concepts and disaster condiƟons, 
- know how knowledge and applicaƟon of these basic 
concepts in the design of work, situaƟons and acƟviƟes may 
promote more safety, 
- know the concept “safety culture” and related aspects, 
- can analyse in a case the underlying aspects that 
contributed to errors leading to a disaster. 
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AŌer the course students can: 
- describe the philosophical definiƟons and implicaƟons of 
reducƟonism (parƟcularly with respect to mind-brain-
reducƟonism), 
- analyze and discuss basic facts about the mind-body-
problem, historically as well as with respect to modern 
approaches, 
- summarize and reflect on the meaning of basic views on 
the mind, such as dualism, epiphenomenalism, materialism, 
and funcƟonalism, 
- idenƟfy features of science communicaƟon and how they 
drive science internally as well as in popular accounts, 
- disƟnghuish different roles of science journalism, how they 
are characterized and how prevalent they are in certain 
fields, 
- describe basic facts about the scienƟfic incenƟve system 
and how this affects scienƟsts' behaviors, 
- reflect on and discuss basic proposals to improve science 
and science communicaƟon. 
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AŌer the course, the student knows: 
- the basics of using a programming language relevant for 
Psychology, 
- data structures, such as scalars, vectors, matrices, and data 
tables, 
- ways to control program flow, such as condiƟonals and

- good programming pracƟces, such as commenƟng code 
and abstracƟon. 
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AŌer the course the students have basic theoreƟcal and 
pracƟcal knowledge about Traffic Psychology, including: 
• Theories relevant for traffic psychology, including risk 
theories 
• Behavioural adaptaƟon to technology 
• How to influence behaviour in traffic (e.g. reduce 
speeding) 
• Mental workload in traffic: importance and assessment 
• Behaviour and problems of vulnerable road users (such as 
cyclists) 
• Human Factors and Ergonomics in traffic 
• Influence of the environment on behaviour (e.g. the 
influence of road infrastructure on behaviour) 
• Impact of intrinsic factors on mobility and safety, such as 
arousal, drowsiness, faƟgue, percepƟon, and personality 
Factors 
• Clinical background and effects of medical condiƟons on 
mobility, such as psychiatric illness (e.g. phobia) or 
neurological disorders (e.g. demenƟa) 
• ImplicaƟons of reduced mobility for the individual, other 
road users, and society 
• External factors influencing mobility and safety, such as 
legal (e.g. caffeine) or illegal drugs (e.g. THC) 
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AŌer the course the student can: 
- differenƟate between different forms of decepƟon in 
clinical seƫngs, 
- idenƟfy and present similariƟes and differences between 
faked and genuine syndromes, 
- criƟcally compare methods allowing the assessment and 
detecƟon of various forms of decepƟon in clinical seƫngs; 
- apply knowledge on assessment and detecƟon strategies 
in scenarios of research and clinical applicaƟon 
- present and evaluate approaches to the management and 
treatment of faked syndromes, 
- criƟcally appraise research approaches applied in this field, 
and is aware of the consequences for the uƟlity of the 
instruments for clinic and research 
- demonstrate awareness of ethical and legal piƞalls related 
to decepƟon in clinical seƫngs. 
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In this hands-on course you will learn to: 
 
- Design a computer-based psychology experiment using the 
soŌware OpenSesame 
- Manage a research project 
- Conduct an experiment in a driving simulator 
- Measure, analyse, and interpret cardiovascular signals 
(heart rate) and behavioural responses (accuracy and 
reacƟon Ɵme) 
- Understand the relaƟon between performance, subjecƟve 
raƟngs, and psychophysiological measures 
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AŌer this course students: 
- can apply criƟcal, staƟsƟcal reasoning by recognising and 
defending against fallacies in staƟsƟcal reasoning and 
substanƟaƟng statements, 
- have basic knowledge of Bayesian reasoning,

- discuss ethical dilemma’s involved in assessment and intervenƟon with 
individuals in a juridical context; 
- explain how validity of vicƟm and offender statements may be 
compromised by response bias, decepƟon, and malingering. 
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At the end of this course students: 
- have independently studied a specific part of the literature on clinical 
psychology; 
- have an in-depth knowledge and understanding of this literature,  
- can separate major and minor issues, and 
- can express the acquired knowledge and their opinions about it orally or in 
wriƟng. 
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At the end of this course students can:  
• apply advanced communicaƟon skills 
• formulate treatment goals and a treatment plan in a forensic seƫng 
• implement (basic) therapeuƟc intervenƟons for vicƟms and offenders 
• implement a HKT-R risk assessment of violent reoffending and formulate a 
structured report based on professional judgment  
• comprehend appropriate methods to control for the possibility of 
decepƟon and malingering 
• construct an incident scenario based on individual role-play sessions 
• reflect on their own learning process and assess the role of a therapist and 
client

- describe the various phases of the behavioral therapeuƟc process in some 
cogniƟve and behavioral therapies; 
-  describe the assessment and some evidence-based intervenƟons for 
common mental health problems in youth and adults; 
- know which type of informaƟon to get from a paƟent when building an 
holisƟc theory, a behavioral funcƟonal analysis or meaning analysis; 
- work out an holisƟc theory, a behavioral funcƟonal analysis and meaning 
analysis and describe its use to a paƟent or a colleague; 
- design a registraƟon assignment;  
- formulate a treatment plan and treatment goals; 
- provide a CBT treatment raƟonal for some specific intervenƟons for 
common mental health problems;

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The main goal of this course: 
To gain knowledge and get acquainted with pracƟcal skills regarding 
cogniƟve behavior therapy-based intake assessment and evidence-based 
intervenƟons (face-to-face and Internet-based) aimed at children, 
adolescents and adults. AŌer this course students are able to: 
-describe the various phases in cogniƟve and behavioral therapies 
-explain the theoreƟcal background of CBT techniques 
recognize empirical evidence for CBT-based intervenƟons 
-Build and propose an individual cogniƟve case conceptualizaƟon 
-formulate a CBT-based treatment plan and treatment goals 
provide a CBT-based treatment raƟonal for some specific intervenƟons for 
common mental health problems 
-jusƟfy choices made with regard to assessment, intervenƟons and 
therapeuƟc contact (i.e. choice of medium, style and content) 
-implement basic CBT elements, for instance in the context of an internet-
based prevenƟve cogniƟve therapy program for relapse prevenƟon of

- factors influencing cogniƟve funcƟoning of paƟents with psychiatric 
disorders, 
- concepts explaining certain symptoms of psychiatric disorders on the basis 
of neuropsychological findings and assumpƟons, 
- brain abnormaliƟes underlying cogniƟve deficits of paƟents with 
psychiatric disorders, 
- approaches to the assessment of cogniƟve funcƟons of paƟents with 
psychiatric disorders, 
- strategies for the neuropsychological management and rehabilitaƟon of 
paƟents with psychiatric disorders. 
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AŌer the course, students will be able to: 
• understand principles of evidence-based treatment 
• discuss methodological issues in gaining evidence for treatment success 
(e.g. spontaneous recovery, individual differences, selecƟon of assessment 
tools) 
• disƟnguish mechanisms of recovery 
• describe a range of clinical condiƟons that are associated with 
neuropsychological disorders 
• idenƟfy neuropsychological disorders affecƟng daily life funcƟoning 
• criƟcally evaluate a wide range of effecƟve rehabilitaƟon and treatment 
methods 
• esƟmate the role of influenƟal factors in neuropsychological rehabilitaƟon 
Finally, students will learn how to select appropriate treatment methods for 
individual paƟents, relevant for both clinical pracƟce and research. 
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Within one specified discipline of clinical neuropsychology (i.e., medical 
neuropsychology or child neuropsychology), aŌer this course, the student is 
able to: 
- typify various impairments in neuropsychological funcƟons 
- idenƟfy these neuropsychological impairments in various condiƟons 
- describe risk factors and courses of these neuropsychological impairments 
- evaluate assessment and treatment approaches for these 
neuropsychological impairments 
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AŌer the course, students have the knowledge and methodological skills to 
criƟcally appraise the following research designs and research standards. 
Students will be able to idenƟfy weaknesses/piƞalls in designs and their 
consequences. Further, students can suggest their correct applicaƟon in 
clinical neuropsychological research: 
• Basic study designs, such as cross secƟonal studies, case control studies, 
and cohort studies 
• Randomized Controlled Trials (e.g. following CONSORT statement) 
• Single case research designs: Design, applicaƟon, and analysis 
• Principles of qualitaƟve research methods 
• Ethical consideraƟons and research ethics in clinical neuropsychology 
 
Further, students will be able to evaluate the applicaƟon of the following 
principles of data collecƟon and analysis in clinical neuropsychological 
research. Students will be aware of common misinterpretaƟons and will be 
able to draw conclusions for clinical pracƟce: 
• Piƞalls in the analysis of quasi-experimental clinical studies 
• EvaluaƟng treatment efficacy: Consequences of study type and expected 
effect size 
• Clinical decision making using diagnosƟc tests: Development, applicaƟon 
and interpretaƟon of diagnosƟc tests 
• ReevaluaƟon of paƟents with neuropsychological impairments: 
Measurement of change in clinical neuropsychological pracƟce and research  
• SelecƟon of intervenƟon methods: Understanding meta-analyses (e.g. 
following PRISMA guidelines) 
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AŌer having successfully completed the master thesis, students are able to: 
- apply relevant theories in order to formulate a research quesƟon, conduct 
research and evaluate the research results; 
- apply methodological knowledge to build an appropriate research design, 
to conduct the research, and/or to analyze the results adequately; 
- communicate about research by wriƟng an individual report and by giving 
a research presentaƟon; 
- work and collaborate successfully with others. 
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AŌer having successfully completed the master thesis, students are able to: 
- apply relevant theories in order to formulate a research quesƟon, conduct 
research and evaluate the research results; 
- apply methodological knowledge to build an appropriate research design, 
to conduct the research, and/or to analyze the results adequately; 
- communicate about research by wriƟng an individual report and by giving 
a research presentaƟon; 
- work and collaborate successfully with others. 
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The course Neuropsychological Assessment focuses on basic skills that are 
important for assessments in the field of clinical neuropsychology. AŌer the 
course the student is able to: 
− evaluate the raƟonal / pracƟce of neuropsychological assessment, 
including the raƟonal of 
deficit measurement and the influence of behavioral variables, 
− criƟcally judge the use of tests with regard to the test instructor, behavior 
of the paƟent and 
environmental factors, 
− apply clinical conversaƟon skills 
− integrate the results of mulƟple aspects of a neuropsychological 
assessment (e.g. interview, 
test results, medical history), 
− formulate and jusƟfy hypotheses within the context of (differenƟal) 
neuropsychological 
diagnosƟcs, 
− jusƟfy a (differenƟal) diagnosƟc conclusion. 
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AŌer this course students: 
- know and understand a broad spectrum of developmental 
psychopathology 
- can indicate what the developmental perspecƟve of developmental 
psychopathology means and contributes 
- have (theoreƟcal) knowledge of the most important psycho pathological 
dysfuncƟons and problems in childhood and adolescence 
- can base and supplement this with, and apply it to examples of pracƟcal 
situaƟons (e.g., from guest lectures) 
- know the laws of processes and how these apply to developmental 
psychology 
-  can criƟcally reflect on prevailing ideas about onset and trajectories in 
developmental psychopathology 
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AŌer successfully compleƟng this course, students:  
- can idenƟfy and analyze dynamical aspects that underpin (typical) 
development; 
- can link key theoreƟcal concepts of complex dynamical systems and 
developmental science with phenomena observed during a (concrete) 
developmental transiƟon and/or a transiƟon in one of the talent domains; 
- can design a (concept) process research for studying a developmental 
transiƟon and/or a transiƟon in one of the talent domains. 
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 AŌer this course students can: 

- Describe the history of ideas and research on talent and creaƟvity 
- Describe and compare approaches to talent development and selecƟon 
across achievement domains, such as sports and educaƟon 
- Analyze principles of developing and sƟmulaƟng talent and creaƟvity in 
different domains.  
- Define psychological factors related to talent and creaƟvity, and discuss 
these in light of intervenƟons and policy 
- Describe and evaluate methods to assess talent and creaƟvity in different 
achievement domains 
- Connect the theoreƟcal and pracƟcal approaches to talent development 
and creaƟvity in different achievement domains 
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AŌer this course the student: 
- can apply theoreƟcal knowledge from psychology on societal relevant and 
pracƟcal issues, 
- can find for himself sources for the theoreƟcal fraiming and soluƟon of 
pracƟcal issues, 
- can report verbally and in wriƟng about a support issue and advice, 
- can contribute to a support issue and advice in a co-operaƟve way. 
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AŌer this course students: 
- know and understand the key concepts, theories, models, and research 
findings that are typically referred to under the competence moƟvaƟon or 
achievement moƟvaƟon rubric, 
- can select, understand, value, and integrate relevant scienƟfic literature, 
and formulate judgments and develop effecƟve intervenƟons on the basis of 
the available informaƟon, 
- know, understand, discuss, and develop intervenƟons that are aimed at 
changing everyday affect, cogniƟon, and behavior in achievement seƫngs, 
including work, sports, and school. 
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AŌer this course the student is able:  
To explain why individual longitudinal analysis is an important addiƟon to 
the analysis of group data, and to explain the differences between both.  
How to monitor your own and others' behavior and interpret the resulƟng 
Ɵme series.  
To explain relevant characterisƟcs of individual Ɵme series (variability, 
trajectory shapes, transiƟons, aƩractors).  
To apply different techniques to visualize individual longitudinal data.  
To apply simple techniques such as state space grids to analyze individual 
data with regard to trajectory shapes, (changes in) variability, transiƟons, 
aƩractors.  
To understand the purpose of different designs for single-case intervenƟon 
studies and to be able to explain which design to choose in which situaƟon.  
To explain the complex dynamical systems approach, and to understand the 
results and conclusions of papers in which non-linear Ɵme-series and 
complexity methods are applied. 
Apply Monte Carlo techniques to test significance in small and irregular data 
sets. 
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AŌer this course students can 
 - think in an analyƟcal, criƟcal and reflecƟve way about science, and 
psychology in parƟcular. 
- recognize a range of conceptual issues in psychology. 
- read theoreƟcal texts and apply this knowledge to reflect upon the role of 
psychology in contemporary society as well as key problems in psychological 
research. 
- communicate their ideas, and the knowledge and raƟonale underpinning 
these, to their teachers and peer-students clearly and unambiguously. 
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 AŌer this course students can independently make connecƟons between 
the various components of the course, discuss concrete examples of the 
boundaries of psychology in terms of theory of science, discuss the 
influence of behavioural theories on behaviour itself, and explain the 
connecƟons between the various course components. 
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AŌer this course students can 
- recognize tasteful language and preƩy prose, so that these can become 
tools in their toolkit. (Our focus will not be on correct comma placement or 
sentence structure; these are assumed.) 
- reflect on their research from mulƟple perspecƟves. 
- share thoughts, ideas, and discoveries. 
- find gaps in their own logic, and develop more convincing rhetoric. 
- recognize the importance of bad first draŌs and mulƟple revisions 
aŌerward. 
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AŌer this course the student: 
-Can describe the phenomena of health behavior, adjustment to illness, and 
changing behavior 
-Can explain the most important theoreƟcal perspecƟves to understand 
these phenomena  
-Can combine and integrate these perspecƟves 
-Can criƟcally reflect on these perspecƟves, and on related methodological 
issues 
-Can apply these perspecƟves on real-world phenomena 
-Can explain how to design simple and complex intervenƟons in Health 
Psychology 
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AŌer the course, the students: 
- can analyze "culture" in a psychological (rather than geographical) sense, 
- can formulate quesƟons fundamental similariƟes and differences between 
different members of different cultures, 
- can apply cultural-psychological theory and research about fundamental 
themes such as emoƟon, morality and self, 
- can translate theoreƟcal and empirical knowledge about cultural 
psychology to pracƟcal 'everyday' and societal situaƟons (e.g., coping with 
cultural differences on the workfloor, immigraƟon), 
- can use cultural-psychological theory and research to develop a novel and 
focused research quesƟon and hypothesis (through an obligatory 
assignment). 
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AŌer parƟcipaƟng in this interacƟve course, a master student will be able: 
- to apply relevant theories and empirical evidence in the field of diversity 
and intergroup relaƟons to societal developments, 
- to conduct a theory-driven analyze of current issues and challenges of 
diversity in society,  
- to develop study designs to invesƟgate current issues and challenges of 
diversity in society, 
- to lead a discussion in class, 
- to interpret recent developments of diversity in society around the world 
based on the presentaƟons by students from different naƟons (i.e. 
internaƟonal classroom). 
This course applies an interacƟve learning approach, and asks your acƟve 
parƟcipaƟon in class. This course aims at developing student’s criƟcal and 
analyƟcal thinking as well as their knowledge transfer skills. This will enable 
students to apply their academic knowledge to current issues and 
challenges about diversity in society. 
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AŌer aƩending this course, students will be able to: 
- appraise the contribuƟon of psychologists to promoƟng a sustainable 
society, 
- explain the interacƟons between human and the natural and built 
environment, 
- explain how environmental condiƟons affect human behavior and well-
being, 
- idenƟfy individual, social and cultural factors affecƟng environmental 
behavior, 
- apply psychological theories, methods and intervenƟons to understand 
and manage environmental problems, 
- idenƟfy which intervenƟons can be implemented to manage 
environmental problems, 
- explain which factors affect the acceptability of environmental policies, 
- reason why interdisciplinary research is needed to manage environmental 
problems. 
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AŌer having followed this course, the student knows how to… 
• Discuss and criƟcally reflect on the operaƟonalisaƟon of psychological 
constructs (such as aƫtudes, power, emoƟon, moƟvaƟon etc.) 
• Describe, compare, apply and evaluate the use of these 
operaƟonalisaƟons 
• Describe, compare, apply and evaluate different research designs 
(correlaƟonal, experimental, longitudinal) 
• Decide upon a research design to link a research quesƟon to a specific 
method 
• Reflect on the conceptual and pracƟcal consequences of imperfecƟons in 
research data (for example excluding outliers, excluding specific items from 
a scale, dealing with inconclusive manipulaƟon check data, which control 
variables to add in an analysis of correlaƟonal data etc.). 
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 In this course, students will develop effecƟve intervenƟons to contribute to 

solving individual, social, or societal problems. That means that the student 
can: 
- build a problem definiƟon of an individual, social, or societal problem,  
- generate theory-based explanaƟons for the problem, 
- build and test a process model, 
- develop an intervenƟon to contribute to solving individual, social, or 
societal problems, 
- develop an implementaƟon and evaluaƟon plan. 
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Master students who parƟcipated in this interacƟve skills course will: 
- be able to analyse human behaviour in the field of health, environment, 
intergroup relaƟons, and culture (HEIRC) based on psychological theories 
and research, 
- know how to conduct a theory-driven and evidence-based analysis of 
exisƟng intervenƟons to change people’s behaviour in the field of HEIRC, 
- know how to apply social psychological insights to improve exisƟng 
intervenƟons to change people’s behaviour, 
- know how to develop a valid and reliable study design and monitoring & 
evaluaƟon plan to test the effecƟveness of an intervenƟon, 
- be able to understand and voice evidence-based arguments to convince 
different societal stakeholders such as scienƟsts, government, companies, 
and organizaƟons involved in an intervenƟon, 
- can report recommendaƟons to improve exisƟng intervenƟons by including 
a theory-driven analysis. 
 
This skills course applies an interacƟve learning approach. This course aims 
at developing student’s criƟcal and analyƟcal thinking as well as their ability 
to evaluate, improve, and design intervenƟons in the field of behavioural 
change (health, environment, groups & culture). Student will work in small 
diverse team and engage with different guest speakers (from NGO, 
companies, consultancy, and governments) who apply social psychological 
knowledge in their daily work.
