▪ GELIFES researchers Kira Tiedge (principle PI) and Casper
van der Kooi (co-PI) have received an Open Competition
Science-M grant of EUR 350,000 from the Dutch Research
Council (NWO).

Forum in Groningen on September 26, the Groningen
